 It may ask you to upload evidence of your flu vaccination, or you can bring it with 

you when you visit. If you have provided us with a copy our team will upload it for 

you. 

When you arrive at the Lodge, the Zipline screen is located in the vestibule on your left. 

 Stand in front of the screen and it will take your temperature 

 You can then respond to the questions on the screen or use the paper check in 

system as usual 

 If you have booked online or over the phone, much of the form will be pre-

populated 

 Our friendly reception staff will be available to assist you with the new system 

 As before, entry will not be permitted unless we have evidence of a flu vaccination 

and appropriate responses to the screening questions 

It will take a few weeks to adjust to the new system, so don’t hesitate to ask if you have any 

questions or issues.
